Framework target reporting by countries using the Sendai Framework Monitor - and infers early 

lessons on the state of the global disaster risk landscape. While the observed period is still too 

short to reach definitive conclusions at a global scale.it is possible to ascertain certain patterns in 

terms of magnitude , geographic and socioeconomic distribution of impacts and abstract several 

points of departure for where and how countries have seen successes in reducing risk.

With the lowest-income countries bearing the greatest relative costs of di sasters, human losses 

and asset losses relative costs of disasters.
