Blood Donation Camp -  Report 
 

1. Introduction 

The National Service Scheme (NSS) organized a Blood Donation Camp with the aim to 
encourage students, staff, and local community members to donate blood and contribute towards 
saving lives. The camp aimed to raise awareness about the importance of blood donation and to 
help meet the ongoing need for blood supplies in hospitals. 

2. Objective of the Camp 

• To encourage voluntary blood donation. 
• To raise awareness about the importance of blood donation. 
• To increase the availability of safe blood for those in need.

3. Details of the Event

providing support to the donors.  

4. Blood Donation Process 

• Pre-Donation Registration: Donors were required to fill out a registration form with their 
personal details. 

• Health Screening: A medical team performed a brief health screening for each donor, 
including checking blood pressure, hemoglobin levels, and general health conditions to 
ensure eligibility for donation. 

• Blood Donation: After passing the health check, donors were asked to lie down in a 
comfortable position, and the blood donation process was carried out by trained medical 
professionals. 

• Post-Donation Care: After donating blood, donors were given refreshments like juice and 
snacks to help them recover. They were also advised to rest for a few minutes. 

5. Participation 

• Total number of volunteers and donors: 150 
• Blood units collected: 55 
• Gender distribution: 51 male and 4 female donors 
• Age distribution: 18 - 25 

6. Team Involved 

• NSS Volunteers: 100 NSS volunteers assisted with registration, crowd management, 
refreshments, and overall organization. 

• Medical Team: A team of doctors, nurses, and staff from Sivaganga Medical College 
Hospital facilitated the blood collection process. 

• Karaikudi News Channel : Helps in Promoting the Awareness of blood donation camp. 



7. Challenges Faced 

• Awareness: A few individuals were initially hesitant to donate due to a lack of knowledge 
about the process and its importance. Volunteers took the initiative to explain the 
significance of blood donation and address any concerns. 

• Logistics: Ensuring the smooth flow of people from registration to donation stations 
required careful coordination. The volunteers efficiently managed the queues and 
directed donors to their respective stations. 

8. Feedback from Participants 

• The response from the participants was positive. Many donors expressed satisfaction with 
the organization and ease of the donation process. 

• Some participants requested more frequent camps and better awareness campaigns on the 
importance of blood donation. 

• A few expressed a desire for more information on how donated blood is used and its 
impact on patients.

The Blood Donation Camp organized by NSS was a great success, with a significant number of 
blood units collected, contributing to saving lives in the local community. The camp not only 
met its objectives but also fostered a sense of social responsibility among the volunteers and 
donors.
